GYPSUM

A material used in architecture since antiquity for purposes of
construction and decoration. Gypsum, or Calcium Sulfate, is an
antibacterial mineral that is strong, insulating, and sound absorbing.
Gypsum's primary quality resides in it's microporosity.

It binds as it reacts with water and later hardens when exposed to air
during the drying process.

The evaporating water leaves behind a myriad of microscopic alveoli
that have the capacity to either absorb or release humidity, reduce
acoustic reflections, creates an excellent thermal insulation, and
provides a barrier against heat and fire.

SISAL

Sisal is a fiber of an elevated resistance that is harvested from the
agave plant. We purchase this fibre in it's raw and natural state in
large bales. In our plant, a special carding machine rolls the fibres
along their cylinders, volumizing the sisal and combing out any
impurities.

This refining process obtains both pure and long fibres, that when
added to mortars gives an internal strength to the finished product
rendering it resistant to mechanical stresses.
